share my faith to find apparent contradictions of statement and errors in thought much that is feeble
here extravagant there to notice some salient fault and to take it as decisive of the writer s
incompetence i am tempted to point these out myself to guide and protect the reader now that my
book is done i feel that i have touched only the veriest fringe of a vast subject but one thing i may say
i have tried to express the truth as i have come to see it the conception i have of woman is not new it
is very old and for that reason it will be rejected by many women to day at present the inspiration
towards freedom in the woman s movement has involved a tendency to follow individual paths
without waiting to consider to what end they lead there has arisen a sort of glamour about freedom no
